confidence in the quality of the education system. The FSA data were never intended to be used
for ranking schools; ranking schools based on a narrow set of indicators does not accurately
reflect the reality in our classrooms but paints a simplistic picture that ignores myriad other
factors. The Ministry no longer proactively releases school

program is held as global best practice for any high-performing education system. In

British Columbia, there is a strong connection between FSA scores, school completion and
future success. Students who participate in the Grade 4 FSA have a greater likelihood of
graduating high school on-time and transitioning into post-secondary than students who do not
write the Grade 4 FSA. Assessment results help shape the support needed to meet the unique
needs of every student, school, and district and contribute to what happens in the classroom.
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Teachers are encouraged to use the results to shape instruction and to facilitate conversations
with students. Feedback from parents indicate they value having a system-wide validation of
their child’s performance, driving equity and inclusion.

Provincial assessments are of value and purpose: they are important indicators to monitor
educational outcomes that reflect systemic barriers to equity and inclusion as well as to monitor
initiatives implemented towards continuous systemic improvement. Additionally, assessment
provide valuable information to educators on how class of students are learning key concepts,
and to parents on how their individual child is learning the foundational skills of literacy and
numeracy. The FSA is an important check-in to ascertain potential learning impacts and to
inform appropriate mitigations and responses.
